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HALFWAY HOUSES

Definition: A place where persons are aided in readjusting to society following a
period of imprisonment, hospitalization, or institutionalized treatment.
Rehabilitation services include drug and alcohol rehabilitation, assistance to
emotionally and mentally disturbed persons, prison parolees, and juveniles.

Legality: Halfway houses for persons, juvenile or otherwise, who come through
the court system, are wards of the court, or are in any way connected to a
correctional facility release program, or any similar facility must be located in an
R-4 zone with a Special Permit from the Board of Zoning Appeals.

Discretion: Halfway Houses present more challenges and are generally less
acceptable when locating within residential areas.
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
